Lowcountry Emmaus Community
February 2010 Newsletter Article

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

The Low Country Emmaus Community is nearing another crossroad, and I thought I’d take a few minutes to
share a few thoughts on which direction we could take when we get there. At crossroads, we have the ability to
choose the next road we want to travel, the direction we want to take.

But we’ve been down this road before. Six months ago we were on this road, and six months ago we had an op-
portunity to take a different road, but yet we continued in the same direction.

Six months ago we were preparing for the Fall Walks, yet we only had six confirmed pilgrims for both men’s and
women’s Walks. With regret, the Board had no recourse but to postpone both Walks until the spring of 2010. Op-
timistically, we felt as though God was directing us to allow the Community more time for sponsorship.

For over a year, the Board has worked hard to encourage the Community to more active sponsorship. We have
witnessed at area churches about the Emmaus experience. We have put on a Gathering at the Camp (in place of
the Fall Walks). We have offered sponsorship training at Gatherings. We have used the newsletter to keep the
community informed about upcoming events and Walks.

Fast forward six months, it is now February 2010, we are again preparing for the Spring Walks. At last count, the
registrar reported that applications are trickling in but we are not there yet. In mid-February the Board will again
convene and make a decision about the spring Walks.

Will we continue down the road we’ve been on for over a year? Will we postpone the Walks another six months
and try again in the fall of 2010?

I remain positive and optimistic about the Walks. The Board is fully committed to these Walks. But let’s not fall
victim to the attitude that says

In the Walk to Emmaus booklet entitled the author notes that “sponsorship requires extensive
prayer, diligent thought, and careful planning and follow-through.”. Further, the author says that we should not
take our responsibilities “lightly or carry them out casually or haphazardly”. The authors of the Emmaus booklet

As we approach another crossroad, I again ask each of my Emmaus Brothers and Sisters these questions: Do we
continue down the road we are on, or do we change direction? Do we continue to see the vitality of the Commu-
nity wane, or do we strengthen it by prayerful sponsorship?

Brothers and Sisters, I believe that we are at a critical juncture in the life of the Low Country Emmaus Commu-
nity. We must be very purposeful in which direction we take, always remaining open to the will of God. Open-
ness to God will allow Him to tell us as to how he wants to renew and revitalize the Church using the wonderful

gift of Emmaus through prayerful and careful sponsorship! Let’s take up the cry #
