Sponsorship #3 
  You've identified a candidate(s) for the Walk. You've 
prayed for guidance, talked with them about the pro-
gram, given out an application and gone over it with 
them, and shared some of your personal experiences 
with them. Now it's time for them to think and pray 
about it. It's also a good time for you to pray about it 
again.   
   Once they've accepted (presuming they did), it's time 
to start your preparations as a sponsor. Ask for 8-12 
names of family and/or close friends. These will be used 
for agape letters. Of course you won't tell them that but 
it will be obvious when they get the letters on Sunday. If 
your pilgrim asks why you want the names, you can tell 
them these people will be their prayer support system.  
You will be given a form letter that will show you how 
to ask for the letters or notes of support.   It will also 
give them instructions on how to seal it in an envelope 
with only the pilgrims name on the outside, and how 
they will then send it to you. Ask the person to indicate 
if they are a family member by placing the letter "F" on 
the outside. It's imperative that  these agape letters are 
requested well in advance to assure their arrival by send-
off. If the pilgrim is not from your church, please request 
a letter of support from the pilgrim’s pastor.  This is 
such an important part of sponsorship.  It is also one of 
the most rewarding parts.  When you see the look on 
your pilgrims face as they tell you about the letters it 
will make everything worthwhile. 

    Sponsorship can be a rewarding experience that will 
help you relive your weekend once again.
